Ore Formations Museum was founded at the Geology Department of Ivan Franko National University of Lviv in 1984. The ideologist and founder of the Museum was professor Yevhen Mykhailovych Laz’ko. The Museum exposition grew out of his rock samples private collection. The idea was developed in cooperation with his colleagues and students:    Yu. Do​roshenko, M. Holov​chenko, L. Koltun, V. Kor​​nilov, V. Kuzemko, V. Kyry​lyuk, Yu. Lyakhov, N. Myaz, M. Pavlun, A. Piznyur, I. Po​pivnyak and the others.

The collection of the Museum enumerates more than 
2 000 exhibits, which occupy 19 glass observation windows and 11 expositional cases. The built-in geological maps, which give detailed characteristics of different ore formations deposits, strongly support the display.

The exhibits in the windows are systematized according to the main ore component: iron, titanium and vanadium; chromium and manganese; gold and silver; copper, nickel and cobalt; lead and zinc ores. The exhibits represent almost all main, secondary and unique ore formations including ferrous, non-ferrous, noble and rare metals. The non-metallic raw materials like corundum, gypsum, sulphur, graphite and others are also on display. Besides of well-known Ukrainian deposits (Kryvyj Rih – iron ores, Zavallya – graphite, Borkut – mercury, Nikopol’ – manganese etc.), a lot of samples from different European and Asian regions is represented: deposits of iron ores – Bakal, Kachkanar (the Urals), Sarbai (Kazakhstan); nikelium ores – Moncha and Pechenga regions (Kola Peninsular); copper ores – Gai, Sybai (the Urals), Udokan (Transbaikalian region); polymetallic ores – Altyn-Topkan (Central Asia), Ridder-Sokol’ne (the Altai), Sardana (Yakutia) etc.

Some windows present rock samples, which were used by scientific workers and students of the Geology Department in their investigations.

Many rock samples are the training appliances for students of Lviv University and Science College during studying such educational courses as “Metallic & non-metallic mineral resources”, “Metallogeny”, “Endogenous ore formations”.

The Museum is being reorganized now; new branches of scientific researches and educational process are going to be developed on its basis.
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
